Preamble

While professional associations and networks could potentially play a very significant role in achieving the Millennium Development Goals, their role at present is small.  This topic concerns the question of whether the development community views professional associations as underutilized assets and how professional associations and networks could be used, encouraged and supported to become key contributors to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals.

Introduction to the topic

Given the background to the topic outlined above, the strategic intent is summarised as follows:

· To highlight how professional associations and networks can be more involved in development interventions;

· To showcase examples of what professional associations and networks can offer;

· To highlight how sustainable and effective professional associations and networks can be;

Objectives of topic 6.3

· Raise awareness amongst a broad set of development partners of the role and value that professional associations and networks can play in achieving the MDGs;

· Build trust and confidence in the relevance and credibility of professional associations to these development partners;

· Provide means (platforms) and opportunities (events, projects) for practical engagement;

Key topic questions
· What are the barriers to entry of professional associations and networks in supporting more effective service delivery in the water sector?  

· What are the constraints to entry (perceptions, technical biases, modus operandi)?

· What are the identifiable catalytic and effective ways in which associations and networks can support efforts to achieve the Millennium Development Goals?  What is the value added to service delivery?

· How can the involvement of professional associations and networks improve elements of sustainability in service delivery and efficiency of donor investments?

Topic short outline

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	Professional associations and communities of practice represent a huge number of people with a vast array of experience. How can this experience be mobilised to change the face of water and sanitation management as we know it? How can these networks be tapped to accelerate the achievement of the MDGs? Do the networks really have access to the right capacities and people? 



	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	Whilst the role of associations and project based networks has been well documented in more developed regions, in low / middle income economies these platforms tend to vary markedly in maturity and quality.  The ensuing consequence on capacity development, retention of knowledge and experience in the sector, good science and informed policy is significant; a factor which is constraining the pace and magnitude of change and coverage of basic service provision.

The goal of this session will be to:

· Identify common elements and challenges for associations and network in working more closely on the MDGs.
· Provide entry points and lessons learned by networks involved in contributing to the MDGs

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	In the absence of well developed water governance systems, members of professional associations and networks could play a key role in creating better decision-making. However, can these complementary structures truly provide the legitimacy and experience needed to improve governance and decision-making in the long term?  Over time and in concert with local conditions and needs, how can greater transparency and accountability, and inclusion of diverse stakeholder inputs be obtained?

	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	Sustainable associations and networks are critical in generating the dialogues, information analysis, and experience sharing needed to support water management outcomes that are 1) more transparent and accountable, 2) informed by good science, and 3) inclusive of diverse stakeholder inputs. Investments in human capacity are needed to build this professional association and networking infrastructure, and adequate development agency support could speed these processes up.  

This session engages participants in dialogue on ways to build sustainable communities of practice.  The goal of this session will be to illustrate how and where associations and networks are making a significant impact to development; identify practices that can develop successful cross-regional and cultural partnerships for capacity building and learning; illustrate where professional associations and networks take an active role improving the capacity of water resource professionals to develop stronger institutions, improve governance, and increase their professional effectiveness over time.

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	Money alone is not enough to induce change, especially in developing countries. What is the role of members of professional networks in providing adequate personnel, technical assistance and leadership to improve upon sustainable investments and interventions? 



	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	National governments, international financial institutions, multi-lateral donors and users themselves are investing significant funds in water and sanitation infrastructure.  Without adequate personnel or technical assistance, both in terms of quantity, but critically in terms of quality of leadership, these investments run the risk of failing, or operating sub-optimally.  Money down the drain?

Professional associations and other professional networks can play a significant role in supporting infrastructure investments in the water and sanitation sector.  Indeed, technical assistance models – where an investment is complemented by a technical assistance project that ensures that the operator is actually capable to operate and maintain the new (or rehabilitated) infrastructure – are familiar approaches. Could professional associations play a stronger role?
