Indicative Activities, Workplan&Milestones, Budget&Co-Finance

Concept

UNDP will lead an activity to network and disseminate results of GEF International Waters portfolio into global transboundary water management processes (for example, the World Water Forum). The activity also aims to increase the outreach and interactions between the GEF IW portfolio and the broader water resources, coastal and marine management and scientific community. The intent is to share our portfolio’s innovations and also to influence the course of global dialogues on water. 
Without IW:LEARN, GEF IW projects would remain detached from global dialogue processes, such as the World Water Forum. As a result, GEF IW achievements would not be disseminated and global awareness in the water and fisheries sectors as well as potential partnerships would not be realized. Funding will be used to cover participation-related costs only. During the IW:LEARN2 project for example, funding was used to send projects to events like CSD-13, World Water Forum 4, the IUCN World Congress, the International Nitrogen Initiative and East Asian Seas Congress. Participating projects, individuals and events will be confirmed by consensus among the steering committee. 
The GEF agencies are currently often independently facilitating and supporting these events and coherence among GEF agencies and projects needs a platform for presentation.

The GEF increment will correct this problem and help mobilize GEF IW projects sharing their experiences with global dialogues and policy debates under a GEF banner on freshwater, oceans, and groundwater.
