WORKSHOP ON IMPROVEMENT OF MONITORING SCHEMES AND CLEANER PRODUCTION METHODS IN DNIPRO BASIN
Chernigiv, Ukraine
November 2010
The main goal of the workshop was to present to the specialists of different organizations responsible for monitoring of water resources  new methods and types of monitoring required under EU Water Framework Directive and new CP methods. 
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Objectives:
1. Strengthening of international cooperation on monitoring of transboundary rivers in the Dnipro basins by the means of identification of gaps and actions required at the international and national levels in all three countries;
1. Discussion of the ways of application of improved monitoring schemes;
1. Approval of water body delineation in the Pripyat basin for both Ukraine and Belarus;
1. Dissemination of results of hydrobiological surveys and incorporation of background concentrations at the reference conditions into hydrochemical analysis;
1. Adjusting existing hydrochemical monitoring to the EU WFD requirements;
1. Discussion of early warning system to be set up in the basin;
1. Strengthening of the Dnipro basin monitoring database;
1. Presentation of new wastewater management methods for their further practical application in the basin;
1. Discussion and making initial steps towards establishment of Pripyat basin authority;
1. Discussion of the ways of CP methods implementation in Ukraine;
1. Discussion of demands on commercial/ industrial sewage disposals (direct/ indirect) – practical recommendations for implementation of the IPPC-Directive 96/91 EC;
1. Discussion of impact of industrial indirect discharges on the operation and performance of a municipal waste water treatment plant;
1. Discussion of possibilities of the mechanical pre-treatment of industrial effluents;
1. Treatment of industrial waste water with specific biological processes – selected examples;
1. Discussion of measurement technology for the water quality monitoring.

Target groups included:
1. water management specialists responsible for water monitoring;
1. decision-makers in the field of water management authorized to make changes in the existing monitoring system;
1. representatives of municipal waste water treatment plants.
Three countries and 11 Oblasts (Ukraine - 6, Republic of Belarus - 3 and Russian Federation - 2) were represented.
