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Descripción del lugar
Hasta 1930, el Alto Golfo de California fue caracterizado

por la presencia del Rio Colorado y sus condiciones
de estuario creadas por los influjos de agua dulce.
Las presas y los transvases de agua y la sobrepesca
alteraron las características del area. Dos especies
endemicas, un pequeño delfín llamado Vaquita y un
pez de grandes dimensiones conocido como Totoaba
han dominado las iniciativas de “governance” en la
region.
